Media: Traditional and social media platforms influence public opinion and control
information during election cycles.

Political Advertising: While there are ethical considerations, political advertising is often a
Pandora’s Box.

Electoral Integrity: Cybersecurity threats, layers of security, ballot handling, etc. —it’s a good
idea to better understand this from credible sources.

Modern Campaigning: Political campaigns leverage digital technologies and data analytics for
voter outreach, fundraising, and mobilization efforts.

Being an Educated Voter: Not being fully informed (or relying solely on word-of-mouth
information or one news source) can lead to a sense of disenfranchisement, voting malaise,
and have bigger implications for our democracy. This is our focus for today’s presentation.
